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CALL FOR PAPERS

“New Socioeconomic Perspectives, Social Movements, Actors”

Throughout the history of the mankind social problems, in the broader
sense, have always been accompanied by social problems. Accordingly, we
have been witnessing the emergence of of new social movements in the
process of transition from 20th to 21st century. The first part of the 20th
century witnessed the rise of labour movement which was partly inherited
from the prvious century while peasant movement had characterised rural
societies. Mass mobilisation of women’s movement in the second part of the
20th century characterised all societies, and the programme of feminism has
been acknowledged widely though feminism as a concept was far from being
recognised. Environmental movement, still lagging behind, has been
defending its programme decisively in the 21st century. Although the history
of the political struggles for the recognition of ethnic and cultural identities
is relatively old, it has only been in the last two-three decades that these
movements have been able to present their demends effectively. It has been
the claims of ethnic, religious, sexual and other minority groups that have
gained a legitimate ground. However, among all movements demands of the
youth of the current century for freedom and democratic citizenship on the
basis of a genuine participation and rights at global level are more
significant.

[t seems that in accordance with the development of the forces of production
demands, the main issue and the form of social movements have been
changing. Indeed well-disciplined labour movement characterised the
nature of struggles within industrial societies and fordist production process
while the rise of women’s movement followed the growing female labour
force participation rate. The age of globalisation/information has witnessed
two processes, that is, increasing significance of intellectual-emotional
labour over manual labour force and the growing influence of white-collar
labour in developing effective methods of struggles. Moreover, demands of
those sections of labour cannot just be confined to workplaces, rather they
aim at improving and guaranteeing the conditions necessary to secure their
life-styles coresponding their cultural capital. It is the same section of labour
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that has organised in a continuous re-structured social networks as against
centralised organisations which always display the tendency of
bureaucratisation. In fact, today’s youth movement has emerged in
territories such as Brasil, Turkey, South East Asia and Middle East within
which there has been both an urgent need for participation and brodening
the scope of rights, and also an intellectual force that has been able to claim
such demands.

Social problems and social movements emerge out of conflicting interests.
Social movements might be connected to the prevailing interests of the
society, to the mankind though at different levels, to the majority, sometimes
to one half of society or to a small minority. In that respect, the particular
interests of the mankind or of specific sections in society can be in conflict
with the interests of others at least in the short term. Nevertheless, we live
in an age within which individuals, sections, communities, and societies are
more likely to take advantage of cooperation than that of conflict. Indeed, it
is the welfare promised by the development of forces of production that
influences the ways in which economic interests shaped by the cooperation
are decisive in the relation among nations, ethnic communities and different
sections within the society. Rejection of civil/cultural rights of any
community is in conflict with the economic rationality. The waste and
instability caused by the non-economic conflicts can no longer be bearable
at the level of prevailing forces of production. In fact, there are
understandable reasons why optimism is advantageous for the capital
accumalation. Globalisation and the capacity of the mobile capital have both
cruelly imposed flexibility upon workers and also undermined the
effectiveness of their struggle. However, it is of vital importance to improve
the consumption capacity of masses who have already been integrated into
capitalist priduction relationships at global level. The tendency of equalising
labour costs would provide a solid ground to wage an effective working-class
struggle. On the other side, the process of globalisation spreads out
productive economic activies throughout the world. In enhancing economic
productivity there is a need for qualified labour force, that is, increasing
female labour force participation in paid work, a continuous process of
migration from rural to urban areas, and also a growing shift of employment
from industrial to new service sector. The rise in the number of qualified
work force, that is, intellectual-emotional labour should also be taken into
account with respect to the time spent in education, and availability of
opportunities of individualisation. This leads to the development of
regulations and legal faramework which would enhance and guarantee
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individualisation and differentation within different spheres including
families, schools, workplaces and subjective living spaces. Maybe it is the
creativity that relies on productivity caused by the differentation in the level
of development of prevailing forces of production that lies behind all these
processes. However, the distinctive feature of the age is about the ways in
which the claims of individuals and minority groups are raised and
recognised as right-based demands.

The 6th of our conference series will attempt to explain and account for the
socio-economic circumstances that have given way to the rise of today’s
social movements and different aspects associated with this process. In this
sense, other related topics and session proposals are welcomed as they
would enrich the conference and expand the ground for further discussion.
The language of the conference will be both Turkish and English. Abstracts
and session proposals should be around 300 words, in Word format and 12
fonts, include paper title, the name(s) and full address (mail address,
affiliated institution, e-mail, phone and fax) of the author(s), the purpose and
the method of the work, expected results and suggestions, be submitted by
July 01th, 2014, electronically submit to

Tarih boyunca nerede en genis anlamiyla toplumsal bir sorun olmussa orada
toplumsal bir hareket de eksik olmamis; bugiin de olmuyor. Yirminci
ylizyildan yirmibirinci yiizyila yeni toplumsal hareketlerin ortaya ciktigina
sahit oluyoruz. Yirminci yiizyilin ilk yarisi sanayi toplumlari kismen énceki
ylzyildan miras is¢i hareketleri, kirsal toplumlari ise koyli hareketleri ile
karakterize oldu. Yirminci yiizyilin ikinci yarisinda kitlesellesen kadin
hareketi yiizyilin sonunda tiim toplumlara mal oldu; feminizmin ad1 kabul
edilmese dahi programi énemli 6l¢iide kabul edildi. Biraz daha geriden gelen
cevre hareketi de yirmibirinci yiizyi1lda programini gii¢lii sekilde dayatiyor.
Etnik veya kiiltlirel kimlikler ugruna verilen miicadelelerin tarihi eskilere
gitse de, son onyillarda taleplerini basarili sekilde sunar oldular. Ozellikle
etnik, dinsel, cinsel ve diger azinlik toplumsal gruplarin taninma talepleri
giderek mesruiyet kazanir oldu. Belki de en dénemlisi yirmibirinci ytlizyilin
gencligi kiiresel 6lgekte haklar ve katilim temelinde 6zgiirliik ve demokratik
yurttaslik talep ediyor.

Oyle goériiniiyor ki iiretici giiclerin gelisimine paralel toplumsal hareketlerin
de 6znesi, talepleri ve bigimleri degisiyor. Sanayi toplumlarina ve fordist
liretim siirecine denk diisen hareket disiplinli is¢i miicadeleleriydi. Kadin
hareketinin gelisimi ise kadinlarin iicretli isgiiciine katiliminin dogrudan
sonucudur. Kiiresellesme /Enformasyon caginda entelektiiel-duygusal emek
kol emeginin 6niine gecerken beyaz yakali tabir edilen kesimlerin etkin,
sonug alict miicadele yontemleri gelistirdiklerine sahit oluyoruz. Dahasi bu
kesimlerin talepleri isyeri ile sinirli degil, kiiltiirel sermayelerine karsilik
gelen yasam bicimlerini siirdiirecek kosullar1 garantilemek, gelistirmek
istiyorlar. Daima biirokratlasma egilimi gosteren merkezi 6rgiitlenmelerden
¢ok, yeni iletisim teknolojilerinin olanaklar1 sayesinde, daima yeniden
sekillenen sosyal aglar i¢cinde 6rgiitleniyorlar. Bugiinkii genclik hareketi, en
¢ok, hak ve katilima en ¢ok ihtiya¢ duyulan ve bunu talep edebilecek belirli
bir entelektiiel giici gelismis olan {ilkelerde goriiliiyor. Brezilya'da,
Tirkiye’'de, Gliiney Dogu Asya’da, Orta Dogu’da.
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Toplumsal sorunlar ve hareketler ¢ikar catismalarindan dogar. Toplumsal
hareketler bazen toplumun ve hatta insanligin degisik diizeylerde olsa da
tamaminin giincel ¢ikarlarini, bazen ¢gogunlugunun, bazen yarisinin ve bazen
de kiiciik bir azinligin giincel ¢ikarlarini ilgilendiriyor. Dolayisiyla her zaman
insanligin veya toplumun bir kesiminin talepleri digerlerininki ile en
azindan kisa vadede catisiyor. Fakat bugilin 6yle bir ¢agda yasiyoruz ki,
bireyler, kesimler, topluluklar ve toplumlar ¢atismadan ¢ok isbirliginden
kazanch cikacak gibi goriiniiyorlar. Uretici giiglerin gelisme diizeyinin
vadettigi refah, milletler, etnik topluluklar ve toplumsal kesimler arasindaki
iliskide isbirligine dayali iktisadi ¢ikar1 her zamankinden daha belirleyici
kiliyor. Herhangi bir toplulugun sivil /kiiltiirel haklarinin reddi artik iktisadi
rasyonalite ile celisiyor. Ekonomi dis1 catismalarin yol actig1 kaynak israfi ve
istikrarsizlik mevcut iiretici giicler diizeyinde tahammiil edilemez hale geldi.
lyimserligin sermaye birikiminin mantigi acisindan da nedenleri var.
Kiiresellesme ile sermayenin hareket kabiliyeti iscilere esnekligi vahsi
bicimde dayatt1 ve miicadele kapasitelerini geriletti. Ama kiiresel 6lcekte
kapitalist iiretim iligkileri icerisine g¢ekilen kitlelerin tiiketim kapasitesini
gelistirmek zorunlulugu giderek 6nem kazamiyor. Isgiicii maliyetlerinin
kiiresel 6lgekte esitlenme egilimi isci sinifinin basarili miicadelesi i¢in zemin
olusturacaktir. Ote yandan kiiresellesme iiretken iktisadi faaliyeti diinya
olcegine yayiyor. iktisadi iiretkenligi artirmak ise giderek daha fazla nitelikli
isgiiciinii, yani kadinlarin iicretli isgiiciine daha fazla katilimini, kirdan kente
daha fazla gocii, sanayi sektoriinden yeni hizmet sektorlerine daha fazla
istihdam kayisim1 gerektiriyor. Nitelikli isgiicii, yani entelektiiel-duygusal
emek, bir yandan da egitimde gecen siirenin artisina ve bireysellesme
olanaklarinin varligina baglaniyor. Aileden, okula, isyerine ve nihayet 6znel
yasam alanlarina kadar bireysellesme ve farklilasmay1 tesvik edecek
diizenlemeler ve garanti edecek hukuki cerceveleri getiriyor. Belki tretici
glclerin mevcut gelisme diizeyinde farkliligin verimliligine dayanan bir tiir
yararcilk mantifidir altta yatan, fakat bireylerin ve azinlik gruplarin
taleplerinin dahi hak temelli ileri siirtilmesi ve bu sekilde taninmasi iginden
gectigimiz cagin ayirt edici 6nemli 6zelligidir.

A population movement, migration, is a process of interaction which
produces effect and results with its economic and socio-cultural dimensions.
Migration,the search of a better life through moving to a new place, may be
occured in different types because of various reasons. Major migration
movement in Turkey has tended towards from rural areas to urban centers
or especially from underdeveloped regions to developed regional cities.Due
to thelimitations of economic, social, cultural and ethnic homogeneity of the
rural areas, rural-rural migration has been rarely seen.

An outstanding example of this rarely-seen rural-rural migration occurred
approximately in 35 yearsin Germiyan Village/Cesme/izmir. This migration
which has happened gradually from Bahgedere village, Adilcevazcounty,
Bitlis city to Germiyan Village since 1980s is beyond rural-rural or
interregional migration. In other words, it has the characteristic of bringing
together different ethnicities. Sunnis and Turkish peasants who do not have
tribal connections live together with Kurds, Shafi and Haskiindiiriik
peasants who are tribal members in Germiyan village dating back to ancient
times. Not only the acceptance of Kurds to this village which has narrow
social environment but also extraordinary preference of Haskiindiiriik
peasants which is migrating from rural to rural instead of settling in izmir or
Cesme has attracted attention.

A research is made about this migration in August 2013 and it is seen that
on the one hand migrated Kurds solve their unemployment problem outside
the village on the other hand they cannot abandon village life to a certain
extend. The vast majority of Kurds migrating from a single village, the role
of kinship ties in migration,sustaining their old relationship styles and
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providing different employment and property typesfacilitated Kurds’
clinging to new locations. Additionally, it has been observed that Kurds
produced significant results including their positions in politics for
Germiyan village life.

This paper aims to examine the relationship process of Germiyan peasants
with its economic, social, cultural and political dimensions on the basis of the
findings from the field study. Besides, it intends to make comprehensive
evaluation on reasons and results of the discrimination which has occurred
on grounds of ethnic identities and gained importance increasingly.

After two terms of Mahmoud Ahmadinezhad presidency, all economic
indexes demonstrated economic crisis in Iran. Ahmadinezhad government
introduced itself as a justice- oriented government which came into the
power by help of this slogan and its purpose was to decrease or remove gap
between different classes of society and to improve people’s welfare
especially those who were at the lowest level of society and welfare. The
people who Ahmadinezhad owed his victory in election to them. It makes no
difference because at the end Iran encounted with economic crisis which can
be the result of Ahmadinezhad government economical policies or external
factors. In election of June 2013 Rouhani won the election against other
candidates who had the history of being a Principlist. His economic slogan
was to improve macroeconomic indexes through solving the problems of
foreign policy. The result of this election showed that people said NO to
Ahmadinezhad economic model and asked for a visible, fundamental and
practical action in order to improve Iran economic atmosphere.

Ever since Greece fell under ‘troika’ (EC, ECB and the IMF) supervision,
presumably as a means to avoid bankruptcy and default, it has been at the
forefront of international attention and debate. But the problems the
country is faced with are not particularly or even primarily Greek: the
catastrophic debt crisis that befell the country in the course of the first
decade of the 21st century is not only an instance of domestic
‘malfunctioning’ but, equally, if not more, of global-systemic impasses.
Attempting to bring to the fore the ‘big picture’ as a prerequisite for coming
to terms with the essence of the Greek drama, requires that we break loose
from the straightjacket of narrating the crisis exclusively through the lens of
its national incarnations, whilst also bringing into focus a number of deep
seated concerns about globalization as a whole -forcing us to revisit
steadfast held orthodoxies about the nature of the period we are going
through, the precise nature of socio-economic and politico-institutional
problems -particularly with regard to what authors such as Colin Crouch
(2004) and Peter Mair (2013) have described, respectively, as ‘post-
democracy’ or the ‘hollowing of western democracy’- and, of course, think
about prospects for the future. The key for that is to ponder over the
unfolding dynamics of contentious politics.

Our paper* examines key aspects of the socio-economic crisis in the South
European periphery in the light of the ongoing decline of the European Social
Model. The first section of the paper explores the dynamic between
democracy and market economy as well as the concept of European Social
Model in the traditional narratives of European integration. Beginning our
analysis from the premise that the relationship between European Union
(EU) and South European political economies is mutually constitutive we
argue that the austerity measures implemented as conditions for receiving
consecutive ‘bail-out’ and 'stand-by' loan agreements effectively redefine the
boundaries and normative aspirations of the European Social Model. In
addition, we discuss how recent institutional innovations in the field of
European economic governance [as exemplified by the ‘Competitiveness
Pact’ (March 2011) and the 'Fiscal Compact Treaty' (March 2012)] challenge
fundamental principles of the European project and the role of national
democratic politics within it. The second part of the paper sets out our
empirical analysis. It explores how, in the current consensus, wage-setting
and collective bargaining institutions are realised mainly as obstacles and
adjustment variables for promoting or restoring member states’ economic
competitiveness. Based on secondary analysis of data on poverty, inequality,
employment, taxation and available household disposable income we argue
that the conditional austerity measures have had, so far, a negative
asymmetrical impact upon the political economies and societies of Southern
Europe. We demonstrate how the solutions proposed and implemented are
failing to adequately reflect the particular form of Southern European
welfare regimes and in doing so they undermine their social cohesion,
political stability and, effectively, the prospect of socially inclusive recovery.

Beginning in 1948 Turkey developed according to a foreign Western-
capitalist, technocratic mentality imported through capital and expertise
resulting in the restructuring of urban and non-built landscape towards the
facilitation of private vehicle circulation. Later on, this effort was followed
by the privatization of public spaces, the construction of huge architectural
structures (appartment blocks, shopping mals etc) as well as mega-
structures such as hydroelectic dams, nuclear power plants etc.
Nevertheless, such developments have been strongly resisted by grasroots
movements active since the 1970s all over the country. These movements
have created a culture of protest which has been channeled through time
and have taken a manifested response last summer during the Gezi protests.
In other words, the Gezi uprising is the result of what F. Braudel called
historical time in conjucture (moyenne duree) or the symptom of a
prolonged collective dissent, already apparent for decades and pre-existing
last summer massive outburst.

The paper aims to understand why individual demands for redistributive
policies change over time, often in the absence of significant transformation
in their actual economic or social positions. We claim that social policies in a
number of developing countries transformed the structure of inequalities in
a direction that adds to the existing social divisions; economic, ethnic and
religious; which led to an unprecedented rise in inequality tolerance and
adverse opinions on social protection since 1990s. The social policies in
some of the developing nations amplify the socio-economic distance
between particular groups, which in turn mould individual political
preferences. The more distant the groups are the less likely that they act in
solidarity. This has the potential to undermine the political stability in the
country as well as inflict economic costs in the long run. Therefore, we
conclude that social policies should be evaluated on their impact of forging
and maintaining social alliances in addition to how they shape the overall
inequalities.

To this end, we analyze how social policies affect the structure of inequality
and between group dispersion. Then, we test the impact of social distance
and inequality on preferences by utilizing data from large scale international
surveys, social program databases, and official reports collected for the
period of 1990-2014. As opposed to the existing literature the research
claims that it is not the ethnic and religious cleavages that lead to seemingly
anomalous policy preferences among the less advantaged groups. Our
findings reveal that targeted and clientelistic social programs can hamper
the social solidarity through skewing income and risk distribution, and
distancing particular groups from each other. Thus, albeit the absence of a
shift in economic and social incentives at the individual level, policy
preferences fluctuate over time matching the greater gap among social
groups and lower levels of affinity.

After the financial crisis in 2001, Turkish economy has quickly recovered
under the rule of Justice and Development Party (AKP) that came to power
in 2002. While many other countries in European South have been facing
serious economic decline, the first decade of the AKP rule has been
considered as an era of economic growth. With growth rates as high as 11
percent (2010), per capita GDP in Turkey grew from $8,667 (2002) to
$18,114 (2012) in this era. This paper examines the role of the agri-food
system behind this growth while also looking at the social impacts of
changes in Turkish agriculture and food sectors. The paper argues that the
transfer of rural surplus played a key role in financing some of the
development projects while the transformation of the agri-food system
intensified further. Food system has also played a key role in the
reproduction of the labour during the process of integration with the global
economy.

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The Problem of Illegal Immigration in European Union

[llegal immigration became a very important problem in present
international relations. Presently, it affects a lot of actors on the
international arena including European Union and its members. In view of
specific nature of this phenomenon within the Union it is difficult to evaluate
it. It mostly concerns countries of the so-called Mediterranean migration
path. Numerous cases of illegally incoming citizens of countries which are
not the organization’s members were noticed. Attempts of illegal crossing of
the border often result in failure; in a lot of cases even tragically for people
who take part in this process. Occurrences which from time to time take
place on the [talian island Lampedusa might be shown as an example. In May
2014 at least 17 illegal immigrants from Africa sank after a boat disaster.
Similar situations took place in October 2013 (over 300 of fatalities) and in
May 2011, when after a boat collided with a rock 500 refugees from Libya
were rescued. The other way of crossing the EU border is doing it overland.
Immigrants cross it legally thanks to short-term visas. They arbitrarily
decide to prolong them because of job (illegal) and desire to improve their
financial situation. Many of the immigrants get into the EU area relying on
false documents. Because of that they are in danger of criminal organizations
that are associated with smuggling and human trafficking.

The Article aims to analyze the illegal migrations to the European Union and
the factors affecting them. This article will present paths of illegal
immigration to European Union and the ways in which immigrants arrive
illegally to the territory of the Community. An important problem raised in
the article will be the policy of the European Union, policies of the Member
States on the problem of illegal migration, and assessment of its
effectiveness.

¢ikis araci olarak kullandig1 yeniden esneklesme(Miiftiioglu ve Kosar, 2014)
politikalari, refah devletinin emege sagladigi goreceli glivenceleri yeniden
emegin elinden almaya baslamistir. Bu acidan emek ‘yeniden
glivencesizlestirilmeye’ baslanmistir.

Diinyada ortaya cikan global ekonomik krizinden sonra islami sermaye
piyasalarinin 6nemi artmaya baslamistir. islami finansin sermaye piyasalari
ve real piyasalar arasindaki potensiyal etkisi daha belirgin bir sekilde ortaya
cikmistir. Tarihi gelisim slireci igerisinde islami finans yelpazesinin
genislemesi ve islami finansda kar paylasimi ve risk paylasimi s6z konusu
oldugundan risk paylasimi ile finansorler ve miisteriler arasindaki yatirim
teklifleri ya da tretimin risk profili biiytik bir disiplin ve sorumluluk
icerisinde gerceklesmektedir. Islami finans, risk paylasimi esasina dayali bir
real ekonomidir. Kapitalist ekonomilerde ise faiz uygulamalar ile risk
paylasimi diye bir olay s6z konusu olmayip faiz ile sen ¢alis ben yiyeyim
diisiincesi hakimdir.

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Growing Inequalities and Neoliberal Pains: Turkey ‘13 and Mexico ‘68

Turkey’s 2013 demonstrations have been illustrated on the global news with
images of police brutality and government’s arrogance at the epicentre of
the myriad accounts of the events. In the heat of the moment, especially the
participants preferred to see the on-going unrest as a revolutionary event. A
vague revolutionary fantasy had been filling their heads as they dreamt of a
new beginning for Turkish society. However this paper aims at challenging
certain over simplistic and deteriorating myths. In doing so, it follows a
global political economic approach holding the argument that the recent
events can be best described not as the prelude of a revolution but only as a
democratic purge in a developing economy.

In putting the Turkish protests in a global political economy context it is
important to distinguish them with other contemporary social movements.
While it was tempting for scholars to draw parallels of the Turkish protests
with the so-called ‘Arab Spring’ events and even Occupy movement and the
Los Indignados protests in north Mediterranean basin, there are
fundamental differences among them. The equivalence is by no means
accurate as the most essential distinguishing feature lies in the field of the
economy. The massive demonstrations and protests of the Los Indignados
were mainly driven by the long-standing economic crisis and the neoliberal
austerity in rapidly declining economies. While in all these cases from the
Mediterranean cities to the Western core of the Occupy movement the young
educated middle-class were protesting against their economic suffering, in
Turkey the economic growth of the past decade has produced considerable
benefits for the population. In particular, the emerging new middle-class in
Turkey has seen its living standards rapidly increase during the AKP’s time
in office. Therefore any comparison between the protests in Turkey and the
recent turmoil in Mediterranean and the West lacks a basic understanding
of the people’s demands.

The central argument that this paper holds here is that in search of historical
comparisons the Turkish protests have more similarities with those that
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took place in 1968 and especially in Mexico in the summer of 1968 than any
other case. In July 1968 as the echo from the uprisings in Paris and Prague
was fading away, students in Mexico revolted against the government of
President Gustavo Diaz Ordaz. The protests ended with the Tlatelolco
massacre in October 1968. This paper concludes that despite their national
peculiarities, from a political economy perspective, the Turkish 2013
protests and the Mexico 1968 events share a lot of common features.
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Occupying Protest in Democracies of Crisis

Tracing the contours of this intentionally mystified phenomenon we call
écrisisi is undoubtedly both ambitious and difficult. The various causalities
evoked as well as their interpretations differ according to the political actor
who is speaking: Is it a global financial crisis or a public-debt crisis of the
European South? Is it a crisis of local political systems, or a crisis of the
institutional foundations and constituent values of the European Union? The
goal of this paper is obviously not to provide answers to all of these queries.
Considering that the éGreek crisisi icommencing in early 2010 with the
voting of the first bail-out package - is neither a local phenomenon nor a
éEuropean exceptioni, but an emblematic case for exploring the process of
the gradual hollowing of Western European liberal democracies in an era of
global financial crisis, 1 will try to decipher the opposite process: the
invention of new contentious patterns demanding iReal Democracy Now!i as
well as their effect on more traditional forms of protest, such as strikes.
Relying on original research (including extensive participant observation),
my goal will be to adumbrate the ensuing dynamics by examining the
experience of Greek Indignados.
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Do Freedom-Oriented Values and Inclusive Institutions Explain
Political Protests?

Political protest is becoming today one of the most common political forms
of participation, although it is still considered unconventional with respect
to electoral politics; moreover, protestors today are the most educated, the
ones with higher social connections and income and not the powerless and
angry people that past scholars pretend them to be. In other words, protest
is becoming one of main feature of modern politics and a constant source of
influence on government. The contribution of this work is analysing which
forces move people to protest today linking three different strands of
literature: the first one considers mass mobilizations allow the creation of
inclusive institutions; the second claims that a political institution is the
result of people internalized norms and values; finally the third one
considers either the importance of protestors individual motivations and the
context in which they act. In particular, using a multilevel random model and
data from the last wave of the European World Survey (2008), we will
empirically show how freedom-oriented values (individual and motivational
variables) and certain type of institutions (contextual variables), especially
inclusive economic institutions, increase the likelihood of people decision to
take partin a protest. Moreover, we will show that the curvilinear hypothesis
advanced by Eisenger works in particular with people with a more strong
focus on freedom-oriented values.

Siyasal kuramda ortaya c¢ikan yeni yonelimler mevcut alternatiflerin, pratik
diizeyde, ortadan kalkmasi ve kapitalizmin buralarn kendi suretlerine
doniistirmiis olmasinin radikal siyasete yonelik umutlar1 yok ettigi bir
donemin {irinidiir. Modern gelenek icinde tanimlanan kapsayici ve
biitiinliikli yaklagimlarin toplumsal gercekligi aciklamakta artik yetersiz
kaldig1 iddias1 bu yonelimlerin ortak bir 6zelligidir. Buna gore; 6rnegin
Marksizm, glniimiiz toplumu ve onun iktidar bicimlerini “upuygun”
kavramsallastirmak konusunda dogmatik, indirgemeci ve ¢ok dar bir
cerceveye sahiptir.

Bu yonelimler icinden, gerek kuramsal gerekse
siyasal pozisyonlan itibari ile farklilik gosteren diisiintirlerin dayandiklari
ortak epistemolojik kdkenin onlari siyasal karsitlariyla benzer bir siyasal
kavrayis ve pratikte bulusturmasi dikkat gekicidir. Bu nedenle ¢alisma,
siyasal kuramda asla yan yana gelemeyecek, ancak, kullandiklar1 kavramsal
araclarin ortakligl nedeniyle benzer siyasal sonuglara gebe diisiiniirlerden
ikisi tlizerinedir; Schmitt ve Ranciere. Bu disiiniirleri bulusturan
epistemolojik kokenin hem onlarin siyasal kavrayislarinda nasil bir
benzerlik ve farklihik olusturdugunun, hem de gilincelin nasil
kavramsallastirildiginin ortaya konulmasi ¢abasidir. Bu yazarlarin “siyasal
olan” (ontolojik) ve “siyaset” (ontik) arasina koyduklari ayrimin, siyasetin
kokeninin ve giincel siyasete yonelik elestiri noktalarinin ne oldugu
sorularina getirdikleri yanitlar bu anlamda 6nemlidir. Spinoza’da “sonsuz

Bu, kuskusuz, ekonomik- siyasal-ideolojik boyutlariyla birlikte gilincel
siyasetin temel dinamiklerinin aldig1 bigimlere odaklanma zorunlulugunu ve
kapitalist toplumsal iliskilerin temel mantiginin, bugiin de, degismedigi
kabuliinti icinde tasiyacaktir.
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“Uygarhgin Bunalim1” Freudyen Keynesyen Perspektiflerde Bir

Freud iyi ve kotiiniin diyalektigini, 6liim ve yasamin dinamiklerini anlattig1
“Uygarhigin Bunalimi”’nda, uygarliktaki ilerlemelerin mutluluk kaybiyla
sonuglandigini yazacaktir. Kendisinden etkilenen Keynes’in tersine,
insanligin gelecegine bakisi karamsar olacaktir. Freud’a gore ilk cocuklugun
erotik-anal-oral siiregleri bireyin iktisadi yasaminda da temel belirleyici
olacaktir. Malla, para-altin gibi nesnelerle iliskisi bu silirecin etkisinde
gelisecektir. Ik cocukluk déneminin tatminsizlikleri bireyi bu nesnelere
kars1 doyumsuz yapacak, siirekli sahip olma istegi pesinde tiikenip, 6liimiinii
hazirlayabilecektir. Freud boylelikle kapitalist birikim mantifin1 da
elestirmis olacaktir. Keynes tasarruf elestirisini Freud'un bu dliimciil para
isteginin lizerine insa edecek, kapitalizmi Freudyen 6liim itkisini cagristiran
bir sistem olarak goriip, para tutkusunu ve onu biriktirme giidiisiinii
elestirecektir. Yapitlarinin ve “genel teorisinin” temeline de bdylece
tasarrufu degil harcamay1 koyacaktir. Freudyen analizden yola ¢ikacak olan
Keynes sistemin gelecegine iliskin tahminlerinde iyimser olacaktir. Uygarlik,
Onerdigi harcama yanlis1 iktisat politikalar1 ile “iktisadi problemi”
¢Ozebilecektir. Freudyen o6liim itkisi 6nerdigi kosullarla asilacaktir. Buradan
yola ¢ikilarak hazirlanacak tebligde Freudyen bulgularin Keynesgil teori
lizerindeki etkisi incelenecek, Keynes’in kapitalist uygarligin gelecegine
iliskin 6nerileri analiz edilecektir.

Bu ¢alismanin temel tezi, sektoriin tarihi ile ilgili olusturacagimiz tarihsel ve
mekansal siniflandirma lizerine kuruludur. Dolayisiyla iki temel argiiman bu
calismada temellendirilmeye calisilacaktir. ilk argiimanimiz, tersanelerin
tarihinin, cesitli nedenlerle kamu yatirimlarinin belirleyiciligine ickin bir
yap1 sergiledigi; ikincisi ise tersanelerin 6zgiil mekansal siireclerinin kent
topraklarinin degisim degeri ile belirlendigidir.

Harvey’e referansla tasimacilik endiistrisindeki ugraklar: agiklayan Silver’a
(2009) gore tasimacilik sektorlerinin sattifi liriin yer degisiklikleri ile
ilgilidir. Tim sektorler {rettikleri mallarn piyasaya ulastirmak icin
tasimacilik sistemlerini kullanmaktadirlar. Zira tarihsel olarak yeni
tasimacilik ve iletisim aglarinin gelisimine bagh olarak tiretimin devir hizini
ve dolayisiyla sermaye birikim dongiisiiniin etkilemektedir. Tasimacilik ve
ulasim sistemlerinin mekanin {lretimini etkileme kapasitesi toplumsal
glclin arttirilmasinda 6nemli bir aractir. Harvey, (1989) ulastirma ve
iletisim, fiziksel ve toplumsal altyapi yatirimlarinin dagilimini ya da idari,
politik ve ekonomik giiciin bolgesel dagilimini etkileyebilenlerin cogu zaman
bundan maddi yarar elde etmesi anlamina gelecegini ifade etmistir (263).
Sermayenin hareketliligi sabit sermaye yatirimlarina gerek durmaktadir.
Dolayisiyla demiryolu ag1 ve vagon fabrikalari, hava alani ve ugak fabrikalari
ile liman ve tersanelerin iiretimi, ayni zamanda bir mekan tiretimidir. Mekan
gosterim tarzlar ile gosteri mekanlari birlikte tliretilir. Ayni zamanda bunlar
ornegini bu c¢alismanin ilerleyen boliimlerinde goérecegimiz Harvey’'ci
anlamda bir mekansal ¢6ziim olarak da iiretilir. Marx’a (2008) goére sermaye
tarafindan mutlak artik-degerin yaratilmasi, dolasim alaninin strekli
genislemesi sartina baglidir. Sermayeye dayali Uretimin 6nkosulu
genisleyen bir dolasim alaninin lretimidir. Dolayisiyla sermaye nasil bir
yanda hep daha fazla artik emek liretme egilimindeyse ayni sekilde daha
fazla miibadele noktasi yaratma seklinde de bir egilime sahiptir. Goreli artik-
deger liretimi ise liretim ¢emberi gibi dolasim ve yeniden liretim gemberinin
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de genislemesini gerektirir. Bunun anlamy, ilk olarak var olan tiiketimin nicel
cercevesinin genislemesi, ikinci olarak var olan ihtiyaclarin daha genis bir
cerceveye yayllmasi ve lclincii olarak ise yeni kullanim degerlerinin
kesfedilmesi ve iiretimi ile yeni ihtiyaclarin tiretimidir. Doganin daha énce
metalagsmamis alanlarinin sermaye tarafindan kesfedilmesinden, miibadele
alanlarinin yayilmasina kadar her tiir yeni iliski bi¢gimini ifade eden Marx’a
gore yeni Uiretim alanlarinin ag¢ilmasi, yani nitelikge yeni bir artik zamanin
yaratilmasi salt isb6liimiiniin ilerlemesi degildir. Olay, var olan iiretimin
kendi bagrindan yeni bir kullanim degeri olan bir emek yaratilmasidir,
stirekli genisleyen ve herseyi kapsar hale gelen bir emek ve liretim sistemi
stirekli genisleyen ve zenginlesen ihtiyaclar sistemi ile saglanacaktir. Bunun
icin kapitalizm yaratici bir yikim icindedir. Mevcut ihtiyaclarin kapali,
geleneksel, dar, kanaatkar ve ‘kabuk tutmus’ karsilanmalarini ve eski yasam
bigimlerinin yeniden iiretimini yikar ve kokten degistirir. Uretici giiclerin
gelisiminin, doganin ve insanin dogal ve zihinsel gli¢lerinin sémiiriisiiniin ve
alinip satilmasinin 6niindeki her engeli de yikar. Ulkeler ve bolgeler arasinda
ki bu s6miirgecilik ve emperyalizm literatiiriinde bir tartisma konusudur
hem de iilkelerin, bolgelerin esitsiz gelismis i¢ mahallerinde tretim
iliskilerinin ve miibadele alanlarinin yayilmasi anlamina gelmektedir. Bu
yayllmanin rizaya dayali ve zora dayal tirleri i¢ ice gecmistir. Ancak her
genisleme ile birlikte bir ayak bag1 (sinir) ile karsilasir ve miibadelesini
kisitlayan ve lretici gliclerin gelismesini engelleyen her ayak bagini ¢ézer
atar (Marx, 2008: 378-382). “Ancak sermayenin tim bu sinirlar bir ayak
bag1 olarak gordiigli, dolayisiyla ideal olarak onlar1 astifi gerceginden,
gercekte de onlarin ilistesinden geldigi sonucu ¢ikmaz; bu tiir her ayak bagi
sermayenin 6zgil niteligiyle celiski icinde oldugundan sermayenin tiretimi
stirekli olarak asilan ama siirekli olarak yeniden vazedilen ¢eliskiler i¢cinde
ilerleyecektir. Sermayenin durmaksiniz yoneldigi genellik, bizzat
sermayenin kendi yapisi icinde ayak bagiyla karsilasir; gelisiminin belirli bir
asamasinda bunlar, bizzat sermayenin bu dinamiginin 6niindeki en biiyiik
ayak bagi oldugunun anlasilmasini saglayacak ve dolayisiyla sermayenin
kendi kendini ortadan kaldirmaya zorunlu kilacaktir.”(a.g.e: 382)

Dolasim alani genislemezse asir1 liretim sorununu ¢ézemeyen kapitalist
birikim durma noktasina gelir. Zira sermaye iiretim ve gerceklesme
arasindaki toplumsal iliskiler biitlinlidiir ve siirecidir. Sermayenin
genisleyen cografi dlcekte yayilmasi, dolasimin boyutlarin1 ve bicimlerini
degistirdigi gibi emek ve liretim siirecindeki toplumsal iliskileri de esitsiz ve
bilesik sekilde yeniden déniistiirmektedir. ilkel birikimin siirekliligi
tartismasina atifla Harvey’in dikkat ¢ektigi bu slirecte mekansal ¢éziimlerin
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yeri 6nemlidir. Mekan liretiminin kapitalizmin siirekliliginin zorunlu kosulu
olduguna dair yaklasim Lefebvre’nin (2014:330) tezlerine dayanmaktadir.
Lefebvre iiretimin, iretici giiclerin bu yayilmasina, iliretim iliskilerinin
yeniden iiretimi eslik eder ve 6nceden var olan mekanin biitiiniiyle isgali ve
yeni mekan iiretimi buna ilgisiz kalamaz, demekte ve ilave etmektedir:
“Kapitalizm sadece onceden var olan mekani, Diinya’y1 ele gecirmekle
kalmadi, kendi mekanini da iiretmeye yoneldi” (s.331). Lefebvre’ye gore
mekan liretmek ve yayilmak, toprakla yani yer iistii ve yer alt1 zenginliklerle
ilgili bir kavram oldugu icin ulus-devleti dogrudan ilgilendirmektedir.
Dolayisiyla mekan iiretiminin bir siyasal strateji oldugu vurgusunu
yapmaktadir. Mekan iiretimi, emek-giicliniin yeniden {liretimini ve emek
slireclerine de ickindir. Mekansal ¢6ziim kavrami daha onceden de
bahsedildigi gibi Harvey tarafindan Marx'in ve Lefebvre’'nin isaret ettigi
genellikte ve zamansal diizenlemeleri de igermektedir. Marx’in vurgusunu
tekrarlayarak, sermayenin birikimi ideal kosullarinda sinirlar karsisinda bir
¢6zUim olusturmakta fakat o0zgiill kosullarda krizi ve yikimi sadece
ertelemektedir.

Lefebvre’'nin mekani kendinden menkul bir giice sahip fetisistik bir 6zne
kabul edilmesi konusunda uyarisi bulunmaktadir: “Mekansal pratik yasamin
kuralini koyar, yasami yaratmaz. Mekanin ‘kendinde’ giicli yoktur; mekanin
celiskileri, mevcut haliyle bu mekén tarafindan belirlenmis degildir.
Toplumun celiskileri, mekanin icinde, mekan diizeyinde giin 1s181na ¢ikarak,
mekanin celiskilerini dogururlar” (2014:361). Argilimanlardaki mekan
kavrayisi, cok katmanli, birikimli, her an doniisen toplumsal celiskiler
peyzajinin aynasi olarak belirtilebilir.

Bu referanslarda hareketle s6z konusu arglimanlari kisaca 6zetleyerek
ilerleyen paragraflarda derinlestirmek istiyorum:

Tasimacilik alaninin en 6nemli malzemesi olan gemi de tersanelerde
tretilmektedir bu agidan liman ve tersanelerin iliretimi ayn1 zamanda
“kapitalistlerin farkli mekanlardaki kaderlerini” (Harvey, 1989) bir sekilde
belirlemektedir. Bu acidan tersanecilik faaliyeti tiim {ilkeler icin kalkinmada
oncelikli sektor veya kalkinmanin motor giicii gibi sdylemlerle 6ne ¢ikarilan
bir alandir. Bu faaliyetteki ufak aksamalar, sadece bolgesel ya da ulusal capta
degil bazen kiiresel capta sermayedarlar1 etkileme giiciine sahip
olabilmektedir. Sanayi ve Ticaret Bakanligi'nin hazirladig1 Tiirkiye Sanayi
Stratejisi Eylem Planinda altyap1 sektorleri arasinda liman ve tersane
yatirimina dair gerekgeler agiklikla ifade edilmistir. Buna gére 2011-2014
yillarinda Ulastirma Bakanliginin, kiy1 yapilar1 master plani hazirlamasi
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Ongorilmistiir. Performans gostergesi olarak da plan, liman ve tersane
sayisi se¢ilmistir. Boylelikle eylemin amaci ve isler soyle ifade edilmistir:
“Artan ticaretin kesintisiz ve etkin bir sekilde akisini saglayacak ve
Tirkiye’'nin transit lilke konumuna gelmesini kolaylastiracak olan biiytlik
Olgekli ana limanlar olusturulabilmesi amaciyla, uygun liman sahalarini
belirleyecek ve girisimcilerin bu sahalara yonlendirilmesini saglayacak Kiy1
Yapilar1 Mastir Plani ¢alismasi tamamlanacaktir; Filyos, Candarli-Hubport,
Mersin-Konteynir-Hubport, Derince-Konteynir Limanlari; Karadeniz Eregli
Tersaneler Bolgesi, Samsun Tekkekdy Mendirek ve Tersane Limanlari;
ulastirma kiy1 yapilar1 ve turizm kiy1 yapilart mastir plani g¢alismalari
yapilacaktir’(Sanayi Stratejisi Eylem Plani, 2010:52).

Sermaye birikim siirecine ickin devlet miidahalelerinin roli
diisiiniildiigtinde Lefebvre’nin mekan iiretiminin ulus devleti dogrudan
ilgilendirdigi ve temelde bir siyasal strateji oldugu vurgusu bu argiimanda
onem kazanmaktadir. Zira Tiirkiye'de tersaneciligin tarihi, pek cok tilkede
de oldugu gibi kamu yatirimlarinin tarihi ile belirlenmektedir. Dolayisiyla
mekansal kaydirmanin en 6nemli iki belirleyeninden biri de kamunun
yatirim tercihleri olmaktadir. Zira 2000’lerin basina kadar kamu ve askeri
tersanelerin konumlanisi ve iiretimleri 6zel sektor tersanelerinin kaderini
belirlemistir. 2000’ler sonrasinda ise 6zel sektdr tersanelerinin belirli bir
birikim potansiyelini kazanmasi ile konjonktiirel olarak siireci yonlendirme
sanslar1 ortaya ¢ikmistir.

Tersaneciligin ikinci belirleyeni ise mekansal 6zgiilliigii barindiracak sekilde
kent topraklarinin degisim degerindeki ylikselmedir. Sermayenin alternatif
rasyonalizasyon olanaklarinin mekansal ac¢iga cikis bicimlerinden biri olan
bu durum sermayedarlar arasinda ac¢iktan yasanmayan ve en genis anlamda
devlet icindeki celiskili politikalarda somutlasan c¢atismalara neden
olmaktadir. Hali¢ kiyilarindaki tersanelerin Dalan operasyonlari olarak
inlenen kaydirma ile Tuzla’ya tasinmasi, Istanbul kent merkezinin
sanayiden temizlenerek, ticarete ve turizme acilmasi anlamina gelmistir.
Kentsel alanlarin alternatif kullanimlarinin ¢ok daha karli olmasi ve
islevlerinin degistirilerek Istinye ve diger bogaz kiyilari ile Hali¢ civarindaki
tersane alanlarinin islevleri degistirilmis ve boylelikle civardaki yasam ve
ticaret donatilarinin degisim degeri ylikselmis, alternatif kullanimdaki
karhllik cok daha yiliksek olmustur. Bdylelikle kentin yeni planlari,
yatirimlarin hem 6niiniin agilmasinda hem de y6niiniin degistirilmesinde bir
gosterge kabul edilmistir. Ayni zamanda s6z konusu kaydirma
sermayedarlarin sermaye birikim olanaklarini genisleten mekan iiretimi
sagladig1 ve 1970’lerin krizine mekansal ¢6ziim getirdigi gibi bunlara ickin
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olarak iscilerin 6rglitlenme bellegini, dayanismalarini saglayan mekansal
ortakliklarini, gilindelik hayatla c¢alisma deneyiminin biraradaliginin
dogurdugu cercevede olusan kent deneyimini yok etmistir. Lefebvre’nin
(2014) “mekan iiretimi tek basina kapitalizmin hayatta kalmasini saglamaz.
Bu flretim, kapitalizmin 6nceden var olan mekadna yayilmasindan ayri
degildir. Eski mekanin hayatta kalmasini saglayan sey bu olgular biitiiniidiir,
mekansal pratiktir.” (s:349) vurgusu epeyce anlamli bir duruma isaret
etmektedir. Mekansal pratikler sermayedarlarin ve birikim siirecine ickin
yapilanan devletin domine etmeye ¢abalariyla olusan bir siyasal strateji, bir
slire¢ olsa da emekcilerin politizasyonundan bagimsiz kabul edilemez. Zira
orgitlilik ve glindelik hayatlarini siyasal tutumlara gore kurma, mekansal
pratikleri etkileme giiclerini arttirirken, emekgilerin giindelik hayatlarini
kurarken olusturduklar1 ayakta kalma stratejileri denilen tiirden mikro
stratejiler ise kurulu sisteme kolayca iiretim aracina sahip bulunmayan ve
calismak disinda gecinmesi miimkiin olmayan tiim emekgileri sisteme
kolayca icerilmesini saglamaktadir. Tuzla’da kurulu bulunan taseronluk
sisteminin sonugclari ile ilerleyen boliimlerde 6rneklendirilmistir.
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Makroekonomik istikrarsizlik ve Finansal Kurumlarin Evrimi: 1990
Sonrasinda Finansal Kiiresellesme Uzerine Elestirel Bir inceleme

1990 y1li sonrasinda diinya genelinde finansal piyasalarin evrimi, neoliberal
politikalar cercevesinde sekillenmistir. 1990 yili ve sonrasinda gelisen
teknoloji ve finansal piyasalarin diinya genelinde entegrasyonu, kiiresel
diizeyde finansal sermayenin dolasimina neden olmustur. Finansal
piyasalardaki bu gelisme, finans piyasalarinin reel sektordeki iiretimin
azalmasina, bir anlamda bir crowding out (dislama) etkisine neden
olmaktadir. Finansal piyasalarda gelisen ya da ortaya cikan ¢evrimler
(cycle), reel sektor ile olan ciddi iliski sarmalina sahip olmasindan dolayi reel
sektorde ciddi sorunlara neden olabilmektedir. Ayn1 zamanda finansal
krizler, kiiresellesme 6ncesi doneme nazaran finans piyasalarinin sahip
oldugu karmasik finansal f{iriinler nedeniyle ¢ikmaktadir. Finansal
piyasalarda yer alan karmasik yapiya sahip olan finansal tiriinler, teknoloji
ile birlikte gelisen finansal miihendisligin, dolayisiyla finansal
inovasyonlarin bir sonucu olarak géze carpmaktadir. Finansal piyasalarin
teknolojinin ve neoliberal yaklasimlarin etkisiyle finansal kurumlarin bu
cercevede klasik banka ve finansal araci rollerinden ayrilarak ciddi bir
doniisim gecirdigi goriilmektedir. Bankacilik sektériinde bu siireg
sonrasinda yatirim bankaciliginin roliiniin giderek 6nemli ve baskin bir role
sahip oldugu goriilmektedir. Calismada ABD’de 1990 sonrasinda diinya
genelinde finansal piyasalarin ve finansal kurumlarin degisen cercevesinin,
neoliberal politikalar cercevesinde makroekonomik istikrarsizliga neden
olmasinin karakteristik nedenleri incelenmektedir. Bu ¢ercevede finansal
kurumlarin finansal aracilik roliinden giderek ayrildig1 ve kar amacini reel
sektor finansmani ve finansal araciliktan daha fazla 6nemsedigi ve 6n plana
cikardigr gorilmektedir. Dolayisiyla finansal kurumlarin degisen yapisi ve
davranisi, makroekonomik diizeyde ciddi istikrarsizliklara neden olmakta
ve cogunlukla finansal krizlere neden olmaktadir.
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Turkiye’de Gelir Esitsizligi
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Kuznets hipotezinin, ekonomik gelismenin ilk safhalarinda gelir
dagilimindaki dengesizliliin artacagi, gelismenin ilerleyen asamalarinda
giderek azalacagl Ongoriisiiniin aksine gelirin esitsiz dagilimi1 diinya
genelinde oldugu gibi Tiirkiye’de de hala 6nemli ekonomik sorunlarin
basinda gelmektedir. Bu ¢alismada da, Tiirkiye’de gelir dagiliminin mevcut
durumunun analiz edilmesi amag¢lanmistir. Bu amac¢ dogrultusunda,
Turkiye’de gelir esitsizligi ile ilgili yapilmis onceki calismalar
degerlendirilerek, TUIK'in iilke ve bélge diizeyinde yayinladig1 verilerle
gelirin 2007-2012 willar1 arasindaki dagilimi ve esitsizligin boyutu
incelenmistir. Gelir esitsizliginin mevcut durumunun tespitinde Toplanma
Orani Yontemi kullanilmistir. Calismanin sonuglart 2007-2012 yillan
arasinda gelir esitsizliginin Tiirkiye genelinde 2010 yilindan sonra az da olsa
azaldigy, bélgeler diizeyinde ise metropol kentlerin yer aldig1 TR1 Istanbul,
TR2 Bat1 Marmara ve TR3 Ege bolgelerinde arttigy, diger bolgelerde azaldigi
yoniindedir. Calismanin bulgulari, gelir esitsizliginin diinyada oldugu gibi
Tirkiye’de de hala 6nemli bir sorun oldugunu géstermekte ve gerek bolgesel
gerek ulusal kalkinma politikalarinda bu esitsizligin azaltilmasina yonelik
politika dnerilerinin olusturulmasina éncelik verilmesinin énemli oldugunu
gostermektedir.

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The Escalation of Movements and Turmoil: Peasant uprisings in India,
1910-1947, Influenced by the Kisan Sabha

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Whenever a protest or uprising had occurred, it was always because the limit
of tolerance had been exceeded. Whether it was in Vietnam, as outlined by
James Scott in Moral Economy of the Peasant; (not just focusing on the
oppression of land, but also the constant shortage of money for the
peasants). Not only were they in need of more land and modern agricultural
practices, but they also required more money in general, to pay the state
sanctioned fees for celebrations and payments to church. Or if it was in
Mexico and Bolivia as presented to us by Gerrit Huizer and Rodolfo
Stavenhagen, Peasant Movements and Land Reform in Latin America:

The Province of Punjab was at first, in terms with
the Colonial rule, there were rebellions and revolts, but nothing significant,
until the consequences that occurred following the end of the uprisings
against British Colonial rule, and the introduction of the India- Pakistan
partition Plan, the Mountbatten Plan . The Partition of India and Pakistan
occurred on August 14th/15th 1947. This date signified the actual date that
India and Pakistan were separated into two countries. Bengal was
modernized by the Colonialists; new roads, schools, infrastructure. Then
why would such turbulent uprisings occur in here in the east? Louis
Mountbatten, 1st Earl of Burma, pushed this transfer of power to occur
earlier than expected. One of the main points at the press conference held
June 3rd, 1947, was that separate independence of Bengal would not be
created, and would turn become West Bengal in India, East Bengal for
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Pakistan, which would later become Bangladesh. Bihar and Assam was one
province, before the uprisings and were separated to suppress any further
movements; but once they became two separate provinces, the uprising
incurred on Bihar.

Voices claiming for more space and tolerance to experiment in today’s
political climate have become louder in the last few years. Venture capitalist
Balaji Srinivasan proposes spaces established within existing jurisdictions,
on their own rules. Google CEO Larry Page affirms that technologists should
have safe places to experiment new things and figure out the effect on society
and people without interfering with the everyday world. Peter Thiel, a grey
eminence of Silicon Valley libertarians, writes about the necessity of
reconsidering the relation between freedom and democracy and argues for
finding an escape route out of politics. He favors the idea of colonizing the
oceans and/or space, while another Silicon Valley billionaire, Elon Musk,
wants to build a Mars colony.

What is lying behind all these declarations and actions? Is it nothing more
than an anarchistic-libertarian hoax or maybe an attempt to pay less tax? Is
it only a sophisticated form of escapism or maybe these people are really
trying to outline some new ways of organizing economic activities by
reducing the interference with politics and oversized administration?
While making plans involving imaginary worlds, there are also attempts to
use the very real Internet which is increasingly manifesting itself in physical
space. And, above all, is still one of the least regulated organizational systems
in the world. Exiting a bureaucratic system may be a good strategy in the
long term, but political engagement cannot be avoided in the short run, so
the Internet could be the most effective vehicle of attaining the desired exit.
